REQUEST FOR PROPOSAL
Hosting a GayBowl
In order to provide a uniform bidding process, provide this required information in the order listed below for the voting members.   There will be 18 member cities after GayBowl 9.  We expect up to 24 cities and possibly 32 teams in Phoenix in 2010.  For 2011, plan accordingly for the maximum number of teams you can accommodate.

NECESSARY INFORMATION

1. BIDDING AND TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE INFO
Contact information for the bidding process.    
Info about your NGFFL member organization and its leaders/members
Host Committee Structure and organizational structure.  We recommend setting up a non-profit organization or be under the umbrella of one.    
2. WHY YOUR CITY DESERVES TO HOST GAYBOWL

Tell us about your city - Your strengths, benefits, community, things to do, pix, etc.   

3. MAP(S) OF AREA
Indicate Host Hotel, Fields, Gay District, Airports, Point’s of Interest, Event locations, etc.   
4. TRAVEL
Air: Discounts, special arrangements, list of nearest airports, avg. fares for that time of year from member cities, airport shuttles.

Ground Transportation:  rental car discounts, local hotel shuttles, taxis, rapid transit, any and all arranged transportation for the event.
Hotel – host hotel, hotel contract if completed (supplemental info), room rate, amenities, number of rooms in block, how much is your hotel rebate (if there is one, include in Budget), special arrangements/sponsorship.    Also include other hotel options near gay district or for overflow.  
5. TOURNAMENT

Proposed schedule of games, including matrix of games and times, based on the maximum number of teams you can accommodate.   The NGFFL will take care of rankings and the actual tournament schedule - Four teams per Pool. 
Types of fields (soccer, football, baseball outfield, etc), length and width (80 x 40, 80 x 35, etc, not including endzones) location, Concessions (provided and/or for sale) and vending machines, site info and facilities (bathrooms, accessible buildings, etc.); include any contracts (put in supplemental info) and costs.   You will be required to provide water for each game during the tournament so let us know where it will be coming from (donation or purchase?).  
What equipment will you be providing?   Each field requires cones, first down chains, first down marker, score board, and rush box markers.   Can your fields be marked every 5 or 10 yards?   Will there be a stripes for the middle of the field, 5 yards are each side for rush box markers and appropriate markers for extra points?   We can provide a drawing of what the fields should look like.   
6. SPECIAL EVENTS

Proposed events for participants, costs if any, locations, alcohol/food served, concessions, description of events, transportation. Include these places on MAP. 

7. LOGISTICS
Officials – 3 are required for each game.   Compensation for officials (Tournament Referee, Game Referee,  line and back judges), training, chain gang, statisticians.  Providing any benefits to the officials (ie comp rooms, food, drinks, etc.).    Are you providing uniforms and equipment for the officials or do they have to purchase their own?
Medical Services – Who, what, where, when, how much?  Are your providing an athletic trainer for players?  Minimum requirements – EMS on site or on call and Doctor.  
Insurance – How much, copy of contract or quote (supplemental info)?  Minimum $1M insurance policy and needs to name NGFFL on policy.  What does the tournament facility require, if any?
Marketing and Advertising – Who, where, what, when, how?   Budget?  Public Relations contact needs to work with NGFFL. 
Website – proposed URL?  Online registration is required.   What is the layout, when will it be up and running?
